When you enroll in the Anthropology program at Columbia Basin College (CBC), you'll study humans in the past and present-
day to gain an understanding of human behavior patterns and a wider perspective on the world. Anthropologists strive to
understand humans from a cultural and biological perspective. A central concern of today's anthropologists is applying their
knowledge to find solutions to human problems.

e Linguistic Anthropology
